Plans submitted for Lymington Fields

Countryside Properties and English Partnerships has submitted an outline planning application for 600 new homes at Lymington Fields. 

The application to Barking and Dagenham Council includes traditional homes with gardens as well as children's play areas and green spaces.

Around 178 properties will be set aside for key workers and 194 will be sold for shared ownership.

The outline planning application will be followed by the submission of a further detailed application for west end of Lymington Fields.

The first homes will be available in 2010 and the project is expected to be completed in 2014.

PLANS FOR 600 NEW HOMES IN BARKING

Major proposals that will deliver hundreds of high quality homes at Lymington Fields, Barking have been unveiled by Countryside Properties and English Partnerships.


An outline planning application for 600 new homes, half of which will be traditional-style houses with gardens, have been submitted to Barking and Dagenham Council. The scheme is being delivered under English Partnerships' London-Wide Initiative which was established to fast-track the provision of affordable homes for the capital's key workers.


The proposed plans include safe play areas for children, attractive landscaping, tree and shrub planting and several new green spaces, to create a vibrant community with a mixture of homes designed to fit in with the existing neighbourhood. 


The proposal includes 194 homes that will be sold for shared ownership, or rented at below market rates. A further 178 properties will be set aside at affordable prices for key workers in public services such as health, education and the police. 228 homes will be made available for sale to owner occupiers.


The designs include several improvements on the previous outline planning consent for Lymington Fields, including a new access road from Whalebone Lane South, which will take over half of all traffic away from existing residents' homes. 


Environmentally friendly measures will reduce carbon dioxide emissions by 20 percent, including a Biomass Boiler (using organic fuels to heat homes) and photovoltaic cells to produce electricity from sunlight.


The outline planning application will be followed by the submission of a further detailed application for west end of Lymington Fields (around 350 homes). The first homes will be available in 2010 and the project is expected to be completed in 2014.
